In maths, we are going to be working on our knowledge of place value. We will begin the half term by
exploring Roman Numerals and will learn them all the way to 1,000. After, we will increase our
understanding around number in order to be able to read, write and partition numbers to 1,000,000!
The children will love being set the challenge and will be supported through the use of Base 10 and
Place Value Counters.

In DT, we'll explore how monitoring devices use sensors and digital tools to detect environmental
changes. Pupils will design and test prototypes using CAD (Computer Aided Design), supporting their
science learning with the Science and Media Museum which focuses on investigating how technology
helps us understand and optimise exercise and performance.
